This lightweight and portable machine can beused anywhereby instd ling six (6) AA (AM 3
LR6) alkaline batteries. When changing the bateries, dways replace dl six at the same
time.

To changethebatteries:

1  Remove the back cover by pressing in on the rough area a the top end of the machine
and pulling of f thecover. Pulling off the back cover lifts up the taperd easelever.

2 If batteries arealready ingtalled, remove them.

3  Insat six new bateries, making sure that they face the direction shown in theill ustra:
tion on the bottom of the battery compartment. The positive ends of the three bateries
in the bottom row point towards the bottom of the machine, while the positi ve ends of
the top three batteri es point in the opposite direction.

4  Attach the back cover by inserting the tab on the bottom end of the cover i nto the d ot
on the bottom end of the machine then pushing down firmly on the top end of the
cove until it snapsinto place

] Besure to i nsart the new batteries wi thin five minutes of removing the old ones, oth-
erwise the text shown in the LCD di splay and anytext files stored in the memory wil |
bel ost (unlessthemachinei s plugged i nto an d ectrical outl & with the AC adapter).

The AC adgpter (LS7-ACS) dlowsyou to use this machi ne wherever there i san electrical
outlet.

A single LS7 tape cassdte is supplied with this unit. This machine has been designed to
dlow thetape cassateto bechanged quickly and easily.

To changethe L S7 tape casstte:

( PRINT HEAD & ROLLERS >

Occasi ondly, specks of dust or dirt become atached to the machine’s print head and rollers.
This is particulaly likely when you are using the unit outdoors or in a very dusty
environment. If a section of the print head is covered with dust, a blank horizontal streak
may appear through the label text. Therefore the machine’s head may need to be cleaned
from time to time.

To clean theprint head and rollers

head and rol lers are locat ed in the tape compart ment.

3  Printhead: Use ady ootton swab to gently wi pe the print head with an up-and-down
motion.

Rollers: Usea dry ocotton swab to wipe each rol ler with an up-and-down motion while
rotating them with your finger.

4 Ingall a tape cassette, atach the back cover, and then try printing again.
5  Ifdust gtill remains, use Panduit Cleaning Cassette (LS7-CLN).
